INSTRUCTIONS FOR IMPORTING 2010-2020 NATIONAL DATA FILES

The national data for the 2010-2020 long-term industry projections are contained in two Excel spreadsheets.  The industry employment time series and projections are contained in NatInds2020.xlsx, and the national variables (with 2020 projections) are contained in NatVars2020.xlsx.


To import the data into the Projections Suite system, you will need to first clear the database of the old national data – otherwise the system will become confused.  Please follow the instructions below.

1.  Please be sure that you are running the February 1 (or later) release of the Projections Suite, including the database tool.  This release contains some required database updates, as well as some additional functionality in the Projections Suite application.  The update will be released on February 1, shortly after the spreadsheet files are made available.  You will be informed of the system update the first time you run PS or the DB tool after the update is published.  You should accept the update at this time – otherwise you may have to uninstall and reinstall both programs.  If you do not update your system, some of the functions described below will not be available, and you will have to reimport the national data anyway once you do update.

2. Download both spreadsheets from the website.

3. Open the Projections Suite application.  (Again, make sure it is the February 1 release.)

4. Click on the Settings button at the top right of the screen.

5. Scroll down to “Long Term”, and change the current base year to 2010 and the current projected year to 2020.

6. Click the Save Changes button.

7. Select the blue Long Term button.

8. Click on Utilities (the right-hand button in the toolbar).

9. Click on Delete Area Employment.

10. Select United States.

11. Click Delete All Employment for Area.  This will purge the old US industry data.

12. Close this screen.

13. Click on Data (the left-hand button in the toolbar).

14. Click Import Spreadsheet.

15. Click Browse, and go to the directory where you saved NatInds2020.xlsx, and select it.  The screen should indicate that the file is in “Employment Format 1”.

16.  Click Import.  When the process is done, it should have imported 500 rows.
17. Close this screen.

18. Click on Edit Employment Time Series, select United States, and verify that you have time series data through 2010, plus a 2020 projection, for a bunch of industries.

19. Close this screen and click on Variable Directory.

20. Select United States.

21. Click on the button labeled Delete all variables in area.  This will purge the old US variable data.  (If you don’t see this button, you haven’t upgraded your Projections Suite software!)

22. When finished, close this screen.

23. Click Import Spreadsheet.

24. Click Browse, and go to the directory where you saved NatVars2020.xlsx, and select it.  The file type should be “Variables”.  You should see a set of buttons underneath the label “Choose Area below”.  Select US Variables.  The selected area box should now say “United States”.

25. Click Import.  When the process is done, it should have imported 42 rows.

26. Close this screen.

27. Click on Edit Variables Time Series, select United States, and verify that you have variable data through 2010, plus a 2020 projection.

You’re done!  You are now ready to import state employment and variable data, and begin your long-term industry projections.
