Occupational Mapping Explanatory Notes

Background 

OES started using Standard Occupational Classification (SOC) codes in 1999.  However, OES also created some of its own codes (referred to here as pseudo-codes) that look like SOC codes.  For example, 49-3012 Aircraft Mechanics and Services Technicians, FAA Certified is a pseudo-code.  

OES has inconsistently used some SOC codes and pseudo-codes.  As a result some employment may have not been coded in the same way from survey round to survey round, and in some cases may not even be treated consistently within survey rounds.

To deal with inconsistencies in coding, a mapping scheme has been devised.  The mapping process is done automatically by the MicroMatrix when your state staffing pattern file is imported to the system.

The list of affected codes is found on the next page.  The “mapped from” column indicates the problematic codes.  The “mapped to” column indicates where employment in the problematic codes will be placed.  For example if code 49-3012 (Aircraft Mechanics and Services Technicians, FAA Certified, a pseudo-code) appears in your data, it will be mapped to 49-3011 (Aircraft Mechanics and Services Technicians, a SOC code).
